Kampala, Uganda, 4th May 2010 - The Inter-University Council for East Africa (IUCEA) has 

appointed Prof. Mayunga Habib Hemedi Nkunya from Tanzania to the post of the 

IUCEA Executive Secretary and Dr. Jean Bosco Butera from Rwanda to the post of the 

Deputy Executive Secretary. The two are expected to assume office on 6th November 

2010 and 2nd October 2010 respectively.    

The Executive Secretary will serve on a contract of five years non-renewable while the 

Deputy Executive Secretary will serve on a contract of three years which may be
